__ Sandles/light sneakers to relax in camp (optional)
__ Socks (4 heavy wool pairs, 4 liner pairs)  (for Winter campouts)

__ Snow Pants  (for Winter campouts)
__ Heavy coat  (for Winter campouts)
__ Fleece pull-overs  (for Winter campouts)
__ Wool hats (at least 2) (for Winter campouts)

__ Gloves  (at least 2 pair) (for Winter campouts)

__ Sleepwear (long under ware (2) – Winter Campouts)
